Gelatin Subbing Of Slides

To:
1000 ml dH2O

Add:
10 g. gelatin

Stir and heat until boiling

Add 1 g. chromium potassium sulfate

Stir with heat until dissolved

Cool to room temperature (OK to put on ice)

Filter through Whatman #1 paper (60 cm) (optional, because it takes a while and the gelatin often breaks through the paper cone.)

Pour into 2 clean staining dishes.

Rack slides up in slide holders. Usually we sub 300+ in one sitting.  Be sure to wear gloves (rinse the powder off after gloving up) and handle the slides by the edges to avoid fingerprints.

Dip slides for 5 min


Let dry for 10 min

Dip slides for 5 min


Let dry for 10 min

Move to fresh absorbant paper and let dry overnight; prop saran wrap or aluminum foil over the slides to prevent dust from getting on the slides.

Store slides in slide boxes,  in refrigerator

Okay to store the leftover gelatin in the fridge for  a day or two, but algae rapidly grows in the solution so throw out after 48h.
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
